3.1 Test account creation
1. Create Admin

(“admin”, ”admin”, ”admin”) (username, password, type)

2. Create Managers

(“hm”, ”hm”, ”hotelmanager”) (username, password, type)

(“rm”, ”rm”, ”restaurantmanager”) (username, password, type)

3. Create Employees

(“h”, ”h”, ”hotelemployee”) (username, password, type)

(“r”, ”r”, ”restaurantemployee”) (username, password, type)
3.2 Test Hotel Manager/Employee abilities
1. Login as hotel manager

2. Add floor to hotel: (1, ”Family Suite”, 90, False) (roomNumber, roomType, roomCost, isTaken)

3. Login as hotel employee

4. Check rooms available

5. Check in guest to one of the rooms (“Smith”, ”John”, ”2800 Victory Blvd, SI NY”, ”John.Smith@cix.csi.cuny.edu”, ”1/1/2016”, ”1/2/2016”, 1, ”Family Suite”, 1, 90) 

(lastName, firstName, address, email, arrivaldate, leavedate, numberOfNights, roomType, roomNumber, totalCost)

6. Check out guest
3.3 Test Restaurant Manager/Employee abilities
1. Login as restaurant manager

2. Add item to the menu: (“Hamburger”, 7.99)

3. Login as restaurant employee

4. Check restaurant menu

5. Make a room service order for the guest (“Smith”,”Hamburger”)

6. Add to bill
4 Assumptions made
· There is only one admin

· Whenever a new manager is added, the admin is around

· Whenever a floor change is made, the hotel manager is around

· Whenever a menu change is made, the restaurant manager is around

· A user who needs multiple abilities creates multiple accounts
